4th Grade Basketball Rules
Games: Will consist of 2 twenty minute halves with a 2 minute break for halftime. There will be no OT games if the score is tied after 40 minutes.

Playing Time: Playing time will be divided as evenly as possible among all players on the team.

Substitutions: Substitutions will only be allowed on dead balls. Teams are not allowed to make “obsessive substitutions”.
Clock: The clock will run continuously except for the final two minutes of each half and for time outs. During the last two minutes of each half, the clock will stop on all dead balls.

Time-Outs: Each team will be given 2 one-minute time-outs per game 

Defense:

1. Defensive players cannot pick up their player until they reach 2’ from the 3-point line.
2. Defensive players should not pressure a side inbounds pass that occurs before the top of the three point line.
3. No player can foul out. However, a coach should rest a player who has committed several fouls and provide that player with instructions.

4. Defensive players cannot double team or triple team a player. They must guard their player. However, if there is an offensive player who is going in for an uncontested backset or if there is an offensive player left open, a defensive player can rotate and cover that player. If a ball possession changes because of this violation, the ball will be given back to the offense. If no change of possession results, it will be a warning from the referee.

5. When there is a change of possession, all defensive players must retreat to the other end of the court.  There will be no stealing the ball while a player is bringing the ball across half court.

6. Pressing will only be allowed the last two minutes of the game. Defenses cannot press if they’re leading by 10+ or more.
7. No Zone Defense is allowed

Free-Throws:


1. Free-Throw shooting will only occur on shooting fouls.


2. A player may step over the free throw line as they release the ball

Score: Once a team is ahead by 25 points the score will be removed from the scoreboard. (Note: The score will not be put back on the scoreboard even if the losing team closes the gap to less than 25 points)

Lane Violations: Referees will count to 4 seconds if an offensive player is standing in the lane. In the event of this violation the ball will change possessions.

1. Hoop Height will be 10’


2. Free Throw Line will be 13’
