Caucus for Nominating Spring Election Candidates

Minutes

Village President Eric McLeod, called the Caucus to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Chair McLeod explained the Caucus procedures to the people in attendance.  He stated that nominations for candidates to appear on the spring election ballot to elect individuals to succeed the present incumbents would be accepted to fill the offices for two-year terms.  He also stated that the terms of Trustees Eric Larson, Greg Rice and Jim Yeager will expire in April 2012.  He also stated that the term of Municipal Judge Denis Vogel will also expire in April 2012.  He explained that if more than twice the number of candidates to be elected were nominated, a vote would have to be conducted to reduce the number of candidates to twice the number of seats to be filled.  Mary Duff of 333 Kensington Drive and Assistant Fire Chief Kris Loy were designated to tally votes, if a vote was needed.
Chair McLeod opened the floor to accept nominations for the office of Village Trustee.
John Larson of 401 New Castle Way nominated Eric Larson.  Jim Yeager of 411 Coleman Road seconded the nomination.

Denis Vogel of 4 Bayside Drive nominated Greg Rice.  John Harper of 3 Cambridge Road seconded the nomination.

Jim Yeager of 411 Coleman Road nominated Dave Bruns.  Martha Grasty of 318 Kensington Drive seconded the nomination.

Chair McLeod asked three times if there were any more nominations for the office of Village Trustee and there were none.

A motion to close the nominations of candidates for the office of Village Trustee was made by John Larson of 401 New Castle Way and seconded by Ann Dailey of 33 Cambridge Road.
Chair McLeod opened the floor to accept nominations for the office of Municipal Judge.
Tom Wallhaus of 43 Burrows Road nominated Denis Vogel.  Greg Rice of 925 Magdeline Drive seconded the nomination.
Chair McLeod asked three times if there were any more nominations for the office of Municipal Judge and there were none.

A motion to close the nominations of candidates for the office of Municipal Judge was made by Mary Duff of 333 Kensington Drive and seconded by Nancy Rottier of 130 Lakewood Blvd.
