Chair’s Report:

Review 2010 Concert in the Park Series:

Tim O’Meara led discussion about the 2010 concerts. The Committee spent $3,700 on 4 Concerts and only one was well attended. Committee suggested we put a motion for approval on the December agenda to reduce the amount of concerts and expenditures for 2011. Further discussion ensued about recommending the Fireworks be moved to a September date in conjunction with a Concert.
Discuss and take action on reconsidering funding for Eagle Scout Projects:

Bonnie Stewart led discussion about the policy being removed or amended. Jim Schuler went through the policy and stated that this policy is a guideline to use for future funding of projects and there may be situations in which we do not approve funding for individual projects. Jim also highlighted point number 2 that the current Scoutmasters are against the Village funding these projects. Tim O’Meara made a motion to remove the current policy and was seconded by Jason Potter. Further discussion ensued that we need to have a policy in place, to prevent what happened with the two projects we funded in 2010. Committee took a vote on the motion to remove the policy; Tim O’Meara supported the motion, all others voted against. Motion did not pass. 

Discuss and take action on purchasing two new basketball standards at McBride Park:


Michelle Pressentin led discussion on the options presented in the packet. Michelle made a motion to approve expenditure of $3,500 for new standards, breakaway rims and square backboards. Jim Schuler suggested based on the information provided that this action be tabled until December to include installation costs. Walt Stewart seconded Jim Schuler’s motion to table until December. Motion to table action carried unanimously. 
Discuss and take action on purchasing new steel tire swing at Fireman’s Park:


Bonnie Stewart led discussion that the current wooden swing is old and it would be nice to make it uniformed with the new swing set. Reviewing the quote in the information packet, the quote was from May 2010 and did not have the swing and installation separated from the 6 seat swing set that was installed by Miller & Associates in June. Bonnie Stewart made a motion to table purchasing a new steel tire swing at Fireman’s Park until December. Michelle Pressentin seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Discuss fee structure and policies for Marina:


Michelle Pressentin began discussion on Marina policies and making the Marina available for residents of Maple Bluff only. The Committee began discussions of subletting spaces to people on the waiting list only, if renters are not able to utilize their space and it must be approved by the Village. Also, the Committee began discussions on possible rate increases for 2011. Committee would like more research done on the policies of the Marina and fee structures prior to making decisions regarding Marina fees. 
Discuss Girl Scout Cabin at Fireman’s Park:

Jim Schuler led discussion about ways to raise money to improve or redo the Girl Scout Cabin. The Committee wants to get CYGW parent volunteers involved in assisting in raising funds and to provide input on what needs the program has with the building.
