The Village Board meeting was called to order by President McLeod at 7:30 p.m.

A motion was made by Trustee Yeager and seconded by Trustee Schuler to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Citizen comment on Any Subject:  Hans Johnson appeared and spoke regarding the EMS options.  Ann Dailey appeared and questioned who is representing/speaking for the Village Board regarding EMS and the EMS Committee.  Dave Sugar appeared and asked if EMS information is available on line and spoke regarding communication about Village services.  Bruce Cole appeared and spoke regarding the Farwell Drive road construction project.  
Public Hearing – 2011 Budgets:  A motion was made by Trustee Schuler and seconded by Trustee Duff to open the Public Hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.
Trustee Schuler spoke regarding ideas for EMS including purchasing the ambulance through donations and capital budget for less than previously indicated by the District, and creating an inter-facility transport service.
A motion was made by Trustee Yeager and seconded by Trustee Duff to close the public hearing on the 2011 budgets.  Motion carried unanimously.
Discuss and take action on 2011 Budgets and Tax Levy:  Trustee Yeager reviewed highlights of the budget including qualification for the 3.3% state expenditure restraint, tax levy up 3 percent, 19 cents per thousand or 6.2805, 2 percent wage pool, no increase last year, Village contribution to health insurance 80 percent of the lowest plan, sewer and water rates running at $160,000 deficit that was covered by the General Fund and was intentional.
Trustee Schuler question the $10,000 training item in the Fire/EMS budget and the strategy behind the use of the money - intern paramedic training versus educating current staff to be paramedics.  
Kris Loy stated that the time commitment for the accelerated 8 month program is August through April, Monday – Friday, 8 a.m. – 5 p.m. and would exclude staff from working their present jobs.  
Trustee Schuler stated that the item should be put on the task list for the EMS committee to review.
A suggestion by Trustee Larson was to put a time commitment payback along with the paramedic training to get use out of the level of experience that the interns receive.
A discussion took place regarding having an energy assessment done on the Village Center.  
A motion was made by Trustee Yeager and seconded by Trustee Schuler to approve the 2011 Budgets and Tax Levy.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and take action on contract for EMS Services:  Tim Krueger distributed an amended contract.  Several changes to the contract were discussed. 
A motion was made by Trustee Yeager and seconded by Trustee Duff to approve the EMS Contract subject to the changes discussed.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and take action on Dane County Resolution 88:  Tim Krueger reviewed information about the Resolution stating that 70% of the municipalities are involved and the radio system will go through RFP and re-bidding.  The potential costs to the Village are found on the back page of the resolution.  
A motion was made by Trustee Schuler and seconded by Trustee Duff to join in with the radio agreement approving Dane County Resolution 88.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Discuss and take action on A-1 Pay Request:  A motion was made by Trustee Duff and seconded by Trustee Schuler to approve the A-1 pay request.  Motion carried unanimously.
Discuss and take action on R.G. Huston Company Pay Request:  A motion was made by Trustee Schuler and seconded by Trustee Duff to approve the R.G. Huston pay request.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Discuss and take action on EMS District & Asset Dissolution:  Discussion items included unemployment compensation, risks associated with the sale of assets, payment to the Village for time and costs to dissolve the district and sell assets for both 2010 and 2011.
