Discuss and take action on Resolution 10-12 – Claim of Bret Bogenschneider:  President McLeod and Tom Schroeder reviewed the information about the claim of a lamppost being damaged during the recent road construction.  
A motion was made by Trustee Rice and seconded by Trustee Duff to deny the Claim of Bret Bogenschneider, approving Resolution 10-12.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and take action on EMS District Dissolution Proposal:  Tim Krueger summarized the proposal.  A lengthy discussion took place regarding why the Village is doing the work to dissolve the district, the monetary benefit and risks for the Village, cash and asset disbursements, value of the ambulance and future expenses, Lifequest continuing collections, and setting up a new account for EMS.  Further work will be done on the proposal by Tim Krueger.
A suggestion was made that the first order of business for the EMS Committee should be to determine the role of the ambulance.
A motion was made by Trustee Schuler and seconded by Trustee Rice to approve the EMS District Dissolution Proposal.  Motion carried unanimously.
