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VILLAGE RECYCLING PROGRAM 
The Village Board recently approved a 5 year contract with 
Veolia Environmental Services for residential Recycling pick up 
in the Village of Maple Bluff.  This contract will include numer-
ous changes to both recycling and garbage pick-up in our Village.  
This article will detail those changes that will begin the first week 
of November, 2011. 

Day of the Week:  Both garbage and recycling will now be on 
WEDNESDAY.  The entire Village will be switching their pick 
up day to accommodate this change.

The entire Village will be picked up on one day vs. the two day 
schedule that we have now.

Recycling will be every other week; Garbage will be every 
week.   There will be a calendar that will be distributed to resi-
dents to make this schedule easier.   Additional information will 
arrive with your new recycle cart in late October.

Recycling will now be Automated.  This means the truck will 
pick up the carts to dump them---so we are switching to larger 
carts.  The old tubs will be taken away by the contractor as 
recycling!!  There are 2 choices for residents, either a 65 Gal-
lon or, a 95 gallon cart.  Residents can choose which cart they 
want; the default size if a residence does not select the 65 gallon, 
will be the 95 gallon.  The 2 different sized carts can be viewed 
in the hallway of the Village Center.  Residents are encouraged 
to stop down and look at their choices.  If people are uncertain, 
they should start with the larger container.   The Recycle com-
pany points out that with a larger cart, recycling will increase!!  
And, don’t forget that they will be around every other week.  The 

general rule is for homes with 2 or fewer residents, the 65 gal-
lon cart may be sufficient.  For homes with 3 or more residents, 
you would be best served by the 95 gallon cart.  Of course, your 
household recycling practices impact that need as well.

So, here is the short SUMMARY: 

On November 2nd, the Village will begin recycle and garbage 
pick-up on Wednesdays.  Garbage will be picked up every 
week and recycling every other week.  The Village will provide 
residents a calendar to keep track of the schedule.  Homeowners 
should stop at the Village Center to review the two sizes of carts 
and then call the Village Center to make your cart size selection.  
If we do not hear from you, your home will receive the 95 gallon 
cart.  Additional instructions will arrive with your cart in late 
October.

NEWS

As I’m planning out the day, to take 
advantage of the comfortable weather, a 
television commercial in the background 
reminds me that fall is just around the 
corner.  I briefly think back to summer, 
the local events, and then start planning 
for the changing of seasons, and the fall 
events that are headed our way. 

Fire Prevention Open House:  We will 
be kicking off Fire Prevention Week by 
holding a Fire Prevention Open House on 
Saturday, October 8th, from 10:00 a.m. 
until 2:00 p.m.  We will have different 
areas and stations for all ages, ranging 
from tours of the fire trucks (typically 
the kid’s favorite), to fire extinguisher 
training, and everything in between.  We 
will also have a spot specifically for 
any questions you may have for joining 
the Fire Department.  We’ll be serving 
popcorn and lemonade.  If the temperature 
dictates, we may add other refreshments 
as well.  We look forward to seeing you 
there!

The Great Fire Prevention Parade: The 
county-wide kick off for Fire Prevention 
Week will be on Sunday, October 9, from 
1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m.  The parade will 
start at State and Lake Streets and in a 
spectacular show of lights and sound, 
continue on State Street to the Capitol 
Square.  Once at the square, apparatus 
will park and be available for inspection 
by kids of all ages (even those over 18).  
Firefighters will be available to answer 
questions, and assist people in and out of 
the apparatus.  Come join us for this fun 
filled event. 

Furnaces/Chimneys and Fall:  Now is 
the time to schedule an inspection of your 
furnace and/or fireplace and chimney.  
Inspections are important to reduce the 
chances of a malfunctioning furnace 
to leave you stranded in the cold, or to 
dump dangerous Carbon Monoxide into 
your home.  The fireplace inspection is 
important to make sure the chimney gets 

cleaned, isn’t cracked, doesn’t have a 
blockage, and to ensure no other issues 
exist that could cause further damage.  
The creosote buildup could cause a 
chimney fire, and any cracks in the lining 
could allow any heat, smoke, etc. from 
the chimney to find a way into the house 
structure. 

Smoke and Carbon Monoxide Detectors:  
The start of the heating season is also 
when you should be checking your Smoke 
and Carbon Monoxide detectors.  Some 
key points:

* Replace any batteries (primary power 
or backup power) when you set your 
clocks for the daylight savings time 
switch.  
* Replace any Detectors that are over 7 
years old (both Carbon Monoxide and 
Smoke detectors). 
* Purchase dual sensor (photoelectric 
and ionization) smoke detectors. 
Photoelectric senses smokey, smoldering 
fires, while Ionization detectors sense 
hot, fast developing fires.

How quickly summer months pass by.  
This has been a fast paced summer, with 
trying to pursue so many activities in 
so little time.  Starting August 19th and 
running through September 5th, officers 
from the Maple Bluff Police Department 
will be participating in a state and nation-
wide initiative to crack down on drunken 
motorists during the “Drive Sober or Get 
Pulled Over” campaign.

According to the Wisconsin Department 
of Transportation, there were 220 people 
killed and more than 3,500 injured in 
alcohol related crashes.

It doesn’t matter who you are, where you 
are going, or what time of day - if you 
are driving while impaired, you will be 
arrested.

Under a state law enacted last year, first 
offense OWI drivers who are convicted 
with a blood/breath alcohol level of 
.15 or higher, and all repeat offenders, 
are required by law to have an ignition 
interlock device on every vehicle they 
own, have registered in their name, or 
drive.  Ignition interlock devices ensure 
drivers are sober before they start their 
vehicle.  This law also makes a first 
offense OWI a criminal offense if there 
is a passenger under the age of 16 in the 
vehicle.

As long as I am referring to transportation 
issues, school buses will be traveling the 
roadways in the Village very soon.  You 
must stop at a safe distance when the 
driver activates the flashing lights and the 
stop sign extends from the driver’s side.

We are very close to what I refer to as 
the ‘back to school car shopping’ time 
of the year. Historically, every year we 
experience more thefts from vehicles in 
mid to late August than any other time of 
the year.

Vehicles parked in garages are no longer 
exempt from this.  Vehicles that are left 
unlocked are just a step away from a full 
fledged burglary.  From keeping in touch 
with other agencies, this is occurring all 
over the state.  If you leave your vehicle 
unlocked and the door from the garage 
to the interior of the house unlocked…..
it is just a click away via your automatic 
garage door opener to open up your home 
to be burglarized.

I urge all boat owners who keep their 
boats at the Maple Bluff Marina to remove 
all valuables.  I believe we have some 
customized thievery happening at the

Marina.  Apparently, first on the list are 
depth finders.  We have had several cases 
now where depth finders have been stolen 
from boats at the Marina.  Other marinas 
are having similar issues as well.

We are looking at some innovative 
techniques to address the security at the 
Marina.

If someone comes to your door to solicit 
goods, services, or to request donations, 
they MUST have a letter signed by Chief 
Krueger to show that they have gone 
through the permitting process here and 
have gotten approval.  Do NOT let them 
into your home, and don’t hesitate to 
contact the Maple Bluff Police Department 
if there is someone at your door who 
makes you feel uneasy.

For some solicitors, they may make honest 
mistakes thinking that they are still in the 
City of Madison.  Others really don’t care, 
and are intent on making their sales pitch 
regardless of the locale.

The police department can’t address issues 
if they are never reported to us.

If there is an emergency of any kind, call 
9-1-1.

If you see anything suspicious, or need 
to have contact with a police officer, call 
the Dane County Dispatch Center’s non-
emergency line 255-2345. 

To call for vacation check requests or on 
street overnight parking call 244-1430 ext 
113. 

Please do not call the Village Center if 
you have an immediate need for police 
contact, as there is no guarantee that there 
will be anyone in the building to answer 
the phones; especially in the evening, 
nights and weekends.  The Maple Bluff 
Police Department officers are dispatched 
through the Dane County Dispatch Center 
via radio.  Calling the Village Center only 
delays a police, fire, and or EMS response.

The Maple Bluff Police Department will 
be participating in another national Take

ADMINISTRATIVE NEWS

This edition of the Village News will 
contain an abundance of information that 
you need to read and understand.  Staff 
and Village committees have been busy 
on a variety of issues, some of which will 
affect you directly.  But, we have also been 
working to improve our community and 
to keep Maple Bluff such a special place.  
Some of these improvements will come 
through changes in services, but, with 
special celebrations as well!  If you have 
limited time to read the Village News, 
the really important stuff has to do with 
changes in recycling and garbage pick-up 
operations and schedules.  I am sure there 
will be mention of these topics throughout 
the Village News.  If you have any 
questions about these changes, or concerns 
about how it may affect you, please do not 
hesitate to call me to get those questions 
answered.  After all the heavy reading 
is done, don’t forget to catch up on 
information on the Celebrations as well!

As we step into fall, we also turn our 
attention to planning for 2012.  One of the 
most important tasks we pursue right now 
is 2012 budget preparation.  I continue to 
taut the fiscal soundness of the Village.  
We are in a good position as we explore 
objectives for the upcoming year.  That 
said, we still need to hear comments from 
you.  Do you have priorities that you think 
are important for the Village?  If so, what 
are those?  Contact me or one of your 
Village Board representatives to pass on 
your comments.

Emergency Medical Response in the 
Village continues to be a topic close to the 
top of my concerns.  However, we have 
found over the past eight months that our 
EMS is better now than any other time in 
the history of our Village.  The Fire and 
EMS Committee has created a survey tool 
to gauge the reactions of users of Village 
EMS.  The survey includes questions 

about the services, the equipment, the 
personnel, treatment and other quality 
concerns.  The results of those surveys 
in the first half of this year show a high 
regard from the patients who used those 
services.  All of the responses resulted in 
at least a “4” and most were reported to be 
a “5” on a “5” scale.   In an overall rating 
of the Village EMS on a scale from 1-10, 
all of the responses resulted in a “10” 
except one.  One respondent gave an “8” 
because of the disposal of a needle. 

Beyond those surveys, I can assure you 
that our Village EMS, with Ryan Brothers 
Ambulance as our partner, has given the 
Village better service, a higher level of 
emergency medical response (Paramedic) 
and, greater control over our own EMS.  In 
addition, we are in a much better position 
today to handle our own EMS needs 
without relying on other municipalities.  
Recently, we had an accident that resulted 
in two patients to be transported and the 
Village had 2 ambulances available on 
scene.  Both of those patients were treated 
by the Village EMS.  Shortly after the first 
patient was transported, another accident 
required another EMS response.  Village 
emergency medical staff responded to each 
of these incidents and with our partner, 
Ryan Brothers Ambulance, we took care 
of each of our patients completely.  The 
Village is poised to keep Ryan Brothers as 
our partner until the end of 2013!

Finally, a reminder to watch your driving 
as the school season starts again.  Also, 
make sure that you are talking with your 
kids about making good decisions.  This 
includes picking good friends in school, 
making responsible choices, and extracting 
themselves from situations where their 
friends may not be making good decisions.  
These are tough topics and difficult issues 
for young adults to face, so talk with them 
before it happens.  Remember, hard drugs 
are easily available to young students, so 
be vigilant on their behalf; they need you 
as a parent not just a friend.

PUBLIC WORKS NEWS

An extremely hot and dry month of July 
has given way to moderate temperatures 
and some precipitation for the start of 
August.  It seems that summer had just 
started and here we are just a few weeks 
away from schools starting back up, and 
summer vacation will be over by the time 
this newsletter is printed.  Time stands 
still for none of us, here are a few items 
that you can expect to see take place in the 
next month or two:

• The biggest newsworthy item has to be 
the changes taking place for residential 
recycle and trash collection.  Both 
services will now be provided Village-
wide on Wednesdays.  Start date will be 
the first week of November!

• Recycle will be every other week, 
utilizing wheeled carts provided by the 
contractor.  These carts will be available 
in two sizes, 65 and 95 gallon, replacing 
the 18 gallon tubs. 

• There will be a procedure to follow for 
placement of these carts at streets edge 
to allow for the automated collection 
to take place.  Ideally the cart will be 
placed to one side of your driveway 
apron, not in the street, and away 
from poles, mailboxes, signs, trees, or 
anything else that would prevent the 
approach of the collection vehicle. 

• Your old recycle bin will be collected, 
they are recyclable. 

• Trash collection will take place every 
week Village-wide on Wednesday!

• Remember that there is a weight limit 
for trash volume, plus can, of 50 lbs. 
per container.  Many residents routinely 
surpass this threshold, in large part due 
to the size of container that is being 
used.  This is concerning due to the 
health and safety issues it raises for staff 
performing these services.

• Trash and recycle collection will begin 
at 6:30 a.m.  I envision that we will 
begin in the lower bluff and finish late 
morning and continue in the upper bluff 
and finish by mid-afternoon.

• With trash and recycle being done on 
Wednesdays, this will allow the crew to 
collect yard and garden waste as well as 

brush on Mondays and Tuesdays.  It will 
still hold true that if material is placed 
out for collection prior to the start of our 
day on Monday, it will be collected that 
same week.

• Of course during fall leaf collection, 
we will continue to perform collection 
throughout the week until season ends, 
or winter weather arrives.

• To ensure that your leaf collection needs 
are met, have the bulk of your leaves 
out for collection the week BEFORE 
Thanksgiving.  Memory tells me that 
winter weather can, and does, show up 
at that time of year.

• Please separate unlike yard waste from 
one another.  There should be separate 
piles of leaves; brush; sticks etc.  Pet 
waste can be disposed of by flushing it 
down the toilet.  

• Look for additional information 
regarding the new recycle and trash 
collection schedules.  Also, be sure to 
inform the Village of your selection of 
either a 65 or 95 gallon cart.

• Several spot locations on Lakewood 
Blvd. will receive asphalt maintenance 
repairs.

• The Sidewalk along Sherman Ave. 
between Fuller Dr. and Fuller Dr. will be 
replaced.
